Our largest development to date is nearing completion. There are 25 homes complete in the 37-house neighborhood, and 3 more 

are currently under construction. Below is some of the demographic information from this special community.  

¶ 52% percent are single-parent families, the majority of that being single mothers who are the sole providers for their families.   

 

¶ 28%  of the families are refugees who fled from Vietnam, Cuba, the Democratic Republic of the Congo, and the Republic of 
Kazakhstan, hoping to find a new life in America.   

 

¶ Nearly 30% of the completed homes were built to ADA accessibility standards to accommodate family members with physi-
cal disabilities.   

 

¶ 68  children have a safe neighborhood in which to play and meet new friends.   

 

¶ And all the families have simple, decent housing, allowing them to grow as families, neighbors, and community members.
